Purpose

How to Register for Orchestra

you and you will be registered for orchestra in the fall. If you have not registered for high school orchestra at
Harrison by April, simply email koji.mori@cobbki2.org and write that you are interested in joining the orchestra
program.

HB 251

We encourage all students to attend the high schools that they are zoned to attend. However, if you live out of
district and are interested in attending Harrison, and would like to join the orchestra program, you will need to fill
out the appropriate application/paperwork in order to be accepted as a “Choice Student” to Harrison under House
Bill 251. Applications are available on CobbK12.0rg and are generally available in February.
